Italics or Quotation Marks?

A good rule of thumb is this: the main, large writings (names/titles of books, plays, operas, periodicals, book-length poems, newspapers,  movies, TV series, etc.) are italicized; the short writings, even the short writings that make up the larger compilations (names/titles of chapters, songs, articles, short poems, short stories, essays, TV episodes, etc.), require quotation marks. A good saying to help you remember this is the following: “Use cute, little quotation marks around the little writings.” Examples: We read the article “Schools Face Financial Crunch” in the New York Times. My favorite selection from Norton’s Anthology of Poetry was “Ulysses” by Tennyson. In 1741, George Frideric Handel composed Messiah, which includes the "Hallelujah" chorus. Have you read “Lamb to the Slaughter,” a short story by Roald Dahl? We read the chapter “The Uses of the Apostrophe” from The Little, Brown Handbook. “Strawberry Fields Forever” is my favorite song from the Beatles’ Sgt. Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band album.
