Italics
Use italics (underling, in handwriting) for titles of books, plays, periodicals, newspapers, works of art (paintings, movies, TV programs, statues, operas, and other creative works), planes, ships, spacecraft, etc. Examples: The Old Man and the Sea [novel], A Midsummer Night’s Dream [play], The CBS Evening News [TV show], Titanic [ship], Challenger [spacecraft], the Pensacola News Journal [ newspaper], Reader’s Digest [periodical], The Last Supper [painting], Gone with the Wind [movie].

Use italics (underlining, in handwriting) for words and letters referred to as such and for some foreign words. Examples: Do you know the difference between the usages of their, there, and they’re? The instructor could not tell whether I had written an a or a c. Some U.S. coins were stamped with the inscription E pluribus unum.
